THE HIGHER BODIES OF STATE AUTHORITY IN THE
RUSSIAN FEDERATION

The Russian Federation is a democratic federative law-governed state with a
republican form of government. The Constitution of the Russian Federation and
federal laws have supremacy on the entire territory of the Russian Federation. The
Russian Federation is formed on the basis of a voluntary union of the republics.
The President of the Russian Federation is the head of the State. In accordance
with the procedure established by the Constitution of the Russian Federation he
adopts measures to protect the sovereignty of the Russian Federation, its
independence and State integrity. The President of the Russian Federation
determines the basic objectives of the internal and foreign policy of the State. As
the Head of State, the President of the Russian Federation represents the Russian
Federation within the country and in international relations.

The President of the Russian Federation is elected for 6 years by citizens of
the Russian Federation on the basis of universal, equal, direct suffrage by secret
ballot. Any citizen of the Russian Federation not younger than 35 years of age,
who has resided in the Russian Federation on a permanent basis for not less than
10 years, may be elected President of the Russian Federation. By the Constitution
of the Russian Federation, one and the same person can not hold the office of
President for more than two terms.

The right to elect is guaranteed to all citizens of Russia who have reached
the age of 18 irrespective of race, nationality, sex, religion, education, domicile,
social origin, property status or past activity with the exception of those who are
legally certified insane.

State power in the Russian Federation is exercised on the basis of its
devision into legislative, executive and judicial authority. Bodies of legislative,
executive and judicial authority are independent. State power of the Russian
Federation is vested in the President of the Russian Federation, the Federal
Assembly, the Government of the Russian Federation and the courts of the Russian
Federation.

The legislative body of the state authority is the Federal Assembly —
Parliament of the Russian Federation, consisting of two chambers - the Federation
Council and the State Duma.

It is elected for a term of 5 years. The Federal Assembly is empowered to
deal with all matters within the jurisdiction of the Russian Federation.



Laws of Russia are made by the State Duma and they are enacted by the
Federal Assembly or by a nation-wide vote.

The highest executive and administrative body of the state authority in
Russia is the Cabinet of Ministers i.e. the Government of the Russian Federation
which is empowered to deal with all matters of state administration within the
jurisdiction of the Russian Federation.

The Cabinet of Ministers co-ordinates and directs the work of all ministries
and state committees. Within its powers the Cabinet of Ministers ensures the
direction of economic, social and cultural development, drafts current and long
term state plans for the economic and social development of Russia and the Budget
of the state, implements measures to defend the interests of the state, maintains
public order, guarantees and protects citizen’s rights and freedoms; takes measures
to ensure state security and so on.

The British Government

Great Britain is a monarchy, but the Queen of Great Britain is not absolute,
but constitutional. Her powers are limited by Parliament. But the power is
hereditary, and not elective.

The bodies of government of the United Kingdom are: those of the
legislature, which consists of the Queen and the two Houses of Parliament; those
of the executive and those of the judiciary.

The British Government consists of the Prime Minister and the other
ministers, all of whom are collectively responsible for every part of the
Government’s administration. All the members are appointed, formally, by the
Queen, but she makes the appointment entirely on the Prime Minister’s advice.
The Prime Minister effectively appoints the other ministers and may also require
them to resign.

All the ministers must be members of the either the House of Commons or
the House of Lords and the minister may speak only in the House of which he is a
member. The Parliament being the highest legislative body makes laws, provides
money for the government through taxation, and debates political questions. The
statutory period for the duration of Parliament is five years. The highest executive
body is the Cabinet, which consists of the heads of the most important
Departments together with a few ministers without departments. The Cabinet is a
motive power and a source of initiative in the government. It is the Cabinet and not
Parliament that runs and controls the nation’s affairs. The Cabinet takes the
effective decisions about what is to be done in the state. The Prime Minister is
usually the leader of the party that has a majority in the House of Commons. Each
new Prime Minister makes changes in the size of his Cabinet and creates new
ministries or makes other changes, that is why the structure of the government is
frequently changed as new departments are set up or existing departments are
merged.

Unfortunately, whether we want it or not crimes are being committed every
minute, every hour and every day of our life. Burglaries, housebreaking, robberies,
murders, larcenies, car thefts are too-common occurrencies now. Terrorism,
racketeering, drug trafficking, kidnapping, hijacking, fraud, embezzlement, white-
collar crimes are the types of modem crime in this country. The question is “Who
solves crimes? Who prevents, fights and detects crimes?”

One of the main duties of a police officer is not only to prevent crime, but to
take active measures to detect the offender, that is to identify, locate and apprehend
the suspect or criminal. And for this reason there is a Criminal Investigation
Department in the law enforcement bodies of our country. Criminal Investigation
Department takes a special responsibility for the investigation and proper solution
of crimes. When the investigating officer arrives at the crime scene he examines
the scene very carefully before he touches and disturbs anything. He usually takes
pictures of the scene and its objects and makes a plan on which he records the
position of any trace. Then he carries out a systematic and accurate examination of
all the evidence gathered. It is important to do this examination carefully,
unhurriedly and methodically so as not to overlook any evidence. All the evidence
at the crime scene must be found, collected and protected. The crime scene search
has three purposes. First, it makes possible to reconstruct the happening and to
make the conclusions of the criminal’s movements and tactics. The investigator is
in a strong position when he interviews suspects. Secondly, the investigator may
discover the criminals modus operandi which gives the possibility to identify him.
Thirdly, the collection, recording and identification of any material and traces
assist him in choosing a line of investigation, or in helping to identify a suspect, or
in finding other evidence.
